Message from Shihan Dirk Heene 9th Dan, President of the KSKA

Dear Members,

It is good to recharge the Ki-battery in the Dojo.

The meaning of “MOKUSO” by the start and the ending of a training session becomes more profound
in these times.  Surrounded by wars and financial crises, we still have our keiko (practice) to empty the
mind. 

In the traditional system of Kihon, Kumite and Kata we find enough material to practice and develop in
these turbulent times, but also the atmosphere and the training partners are important. 
In the kase Ha karate we do find a specific way of training.  To achieve this we need well experienced
instructors and Senseis, who can support the growing power of Ki and awareness of Hara.

The approach of using O-, Chu- and Ko-waza in Hente and Seite in kumite with the specific
concentration towards the use of kime, rooting and breathing has to be understood and repeated
regularly. 
The practice of kata should include ura, go and ura go kata, as well as bunkai and application.  This is
why the attendance on Gasshuku’s is a necessity.
  

The coming Gasshuku in Espinho on 8 - 9 - 
10 May is an event not to miss.  On 29 - 30 - 
31 May there is the Memorial Kase in 
Hasselt.

Through this way I (again) ask the organisers 
of courses to make a short report of the 
course and send it to Tom, our Secretary for 
inclusion in the next Newsletter.

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Honbu Dojo Kan Geiko, Hasselt (Belgium)

On January 3rd - 4th 2026, the first training weekend of the New Year was the Kan Geiko organised
by Honbu Dojo Hasselt in the sports hall of Kermt (Hasselt, Belgium).  Due to recovery after an
operation Sensei Cesare del Pellegrino was excused, so Sensei Tom De Gersem stepped in to take
over the training sessions.  There were 2 groups (higher belts and lower belts), the higher belts
focused on kata Unsu (form and many applications) and the lower belts focused on kata Bassai Dai
(form and applications), both groups were trained alternatingly by Shihan Dirk Heene and Sensei
Tom De Gersem.   

The course was well attended (national and international participants) with a fairly big German
presence.  The course organizers hopes to see you next year shortly after New Year, hopefully
Sensei Cesare del Pellegrino will be present again.
Report by your Secretary.

16th KSKA Kangeiko, Mullheim (Germany)

On February 20st - 22nd 2026, the 16th KSKA Kangeiko took place under direction and by personal
invitation of the KSKA Shihankai in Mullheim, Germany.  Like the years before, all attendees were
housed in Hotel 'Altes Spital' (Old Hospital) where also all the (very good) meals were served.  This
year there was also a birthday celebration, so on Saturday evening Sensei Pascal Petrella was
celebrated, happy birthdays were sung in many languages and it contributed greatly to the already
good atmosphere of international friendship amongst the participants.  Most of the participants were
also coupled to a 'room mate', always a surprise to see who your room mate would be when entering
the hotel room.  But of course there could only be good room mates because all present were there
for further developping their Kase Ha karate.
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Further development and deepening of the understanding of Kase Ha Shotokan karate under
guidance of the Shihankai also happened to be the goal of this gathering anyway.

The Friday evening training session was led by Sensei Pascal Petrella, focussing on many technical
details (and breaking down techniques into different technical details to better understand and train
the techniques), for example a gyaku zuki (stance, hip rotation, hip position, rooting, leg position,
trajectory of the zuki and so on).  Very interesting and also very humbling, a lot to take in for all
present to further develop in their own Dojos and improve the teaching and the level of the students.

The Saturday morning training session was under the 
instruction of Sensei Nico Ibscher, again building 
further on the basics, mainly focussing on different 
distances in attacking and blocking against normal 
karate attacks and gradually building up towards

 

applications 'in the street' with different attacks, 
but again focussing on the (motoric) basics.   
Another very interesting and eye-opening session
(you better have you eyes open when you are 
under attack too)...

The Saturday afternoon session was led by Sensei Juan-Pablo Delgado, again starting from the
basics discussed in the previous 2 sessions, building up to using those principles in the kata Bassai
Dai (omote and go + applications), ranging from very basic (part of the) kata execution to seriously
complicated bunkai combinations / applications with multiple partners using full power and full speed.
Challenging yet again very interesting.

The last session, the Sunday morning session was under the instruction of Sensei Pascal Petrella
again, a summary of the weekend, focussing on kumite.  Again a great buildup starting with simple
excercises, building up to challenging, fast, 'maximum maximum' partner work.  The shower
afterwards was more than welcome.

After the last session goodbyes were said and all left with a lot of inspiration and motivation to
continue developping Kase Ha karate, grateful for the chances given by the Shihankai.  
Hope to see all of you next year!
